Shinies currently meets at Willingdon Trees community centre, Holly Place, Eastbourne, BN22 OUT.

It is £3.50 per family per session.

The themes suggested for the weeks on this calendar are for you to interpret as you wish. You can bring activities or information in any form to share with the group. These themes are however not exclusive. If you would like to bring something totally unrelated along that is fine, or if you would like to just come along and play that is wonderful.

Cookery Club; 

Time for the children to cook together and share ideas and recipes. Look out for recipes ideas for cooking sessions on Yahoo and Facebook and post your own ideas if you have anything you would like to cook with the group including ingredients lists etc. We will also have a cook book for the children to put there favourite recipes in to, which we could make in to a printed cookery book at the end of the year if the children would like to.
Chess Club; 

A chance to challenge your friends and family. These sessions will include occasional visits from professional players who can help tutor + answer questions  and will also be offering group challenges with prizes for those that are good enough to win!

Gardening & Plant Club;  

Share your gardening tips and know how with friends. Swap plants, seedlings and seeds and share gardening resources.

Outdoor Meets; 

These are weather dependent. See Yahoo or Facebook - Shinies and Roamers for regular updates and post your own suggestion for places to go, playgrounds, woods, beach, walks and other trips and outings all welcome.

Central Library Study Group;

Central library is on Grove Road, near Eastbourne station. We will be meeting to study and research together and make use of the library resources. There will be tables for our use as well as computers booked for the group and each child is allowed up to 10 pages of full colour printing for free, if for educational purposes.  Water will be provided and snacks are permitted, as long as we don’t leave a mess behind!

Math Lab; (Running alongside study group.)

Circle Time.

Time to ‘show and tell’ interests, achievements, thoughts, ideas, stories and anything else you wish.

Performance time.

A time for the children to get up and perform in front of the group. Song, dance, poetry, music or anything else you would like to share with us.

History Sessions.
Meet at the Town Hall for an hour and a half interactive history experience. We will have artefacts to examine and experts to quiz, looking in to the depths of our local history.  £2 per child please and bring along pencils and note pad. 
Museum Meets.

Meet at Eastbourne train station at 10am to travel together, or meet at the museum inside main entrance at 1pm. Bring a packed lunch.  Museum entry is by donation. (By train – go to Victoria, then tube 2 stops on District and Circle line to South Kensington, walk through tunnel to all museums)

Artful Creations – Art workshops.  (age 7ish and up)

Held in the upstairs room at All Saints church, 21 A Grange Rd, Eastbourne BN21 4HE.

Real art with real artists. We will be looking at techniques that will make you think out of the box, use your imagination and get truly creative.  We have 6 very different artists visiting with examples of their work and giving a short demonstration before letting you loose with the same quality materials that they themselves use. These workshops will cover abstract painting, sculpture, mixed media, ambidextra (painting with both hands) Zen art and much more.

This venue is very close to the Towner art gallery for those who would like to view the exhibitions before or after the session (entry is free).
There will be a charge for the workshops to cover the cost of materials and places are limited, so please contact Poppy for more details on 07738072513

Straight Up Theatre
Peter Sunbey (Actor and theatre practitioner) will be leading these sessions with a mix of fun techniques using the body and voice for children to play games and explore storytelling.  See www.straightuptheatre.com for more info.
